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1. GENERAL PROVISIONS 

1.1. The International Union of Public Associations «International Congress of Industrialists and Entrepreneurs» (ICIE), hereinafter referred to as "the Congress" is a voluntary international public association of legal entities of entrepreneurs and industrialists - public associations, international, foreign and other legal entities created with the aim of implementing the Charter goals and objectives supporting common interests. 

1.2. The full official name is as follows: 
· in Russian
Международный союз общественных организаций «Международный Конгресс промышленников и предпринимателей».

· in English 
"International Congress of Industrialists & Entrepreneurs".
1.3.The  abbreviated official name is as follows:  
· in Russian – МКПП
· in English - ICIE.
1.4. The Congress carries out its activities basing on the principles of voluntariness, equality of its members, self-management and publicity in strict accordance with the norms of international law, the legislation of the Russian Federation, the legislation of foreign states, where Congress members or structural subdivisions act, as well as the present Charter. 

1.5. The Congress conducts its activities in the Russian Federation, as well as in other countries, where Congress members or structural subdivisions – representative offices and branches – are present.
1.6. The permanent governing body of the Congress is situated in Moscow, Russian Federation. 

2. LEGAL STATUS OF THE CONGRESS

2.1. The Congress acquires the rights of a legal entity from the moment of its government registration in accordance with the procedure established by law of the Russian Federation. 

2.2. The Congress has separate assets, is liable for its obligations with these assets, may on its own behalf acquire and exercise property and non-property rights, incur obligations, and be an applicant or defendant in court. 

The assets, transmitted to the Congress by its members, is the property of the Congress. 

The Congress may possess, dispose and use the assets belonging to it to achieve the objectives and tasks defined by the present Charter. 

2.3. The Congress is responsible for its obligations with all assets belonging to it, which is subject to enforcement under the active legislation. The Congress is not responsible for the property and financial obligations of its members, and Congress members have subsidiary liability for the obligations of the Congress in the amount established by the present Charter (Paragraph 4, Article 121 of the Civil Code, Paragraph 4, Article 11 of the Federal Law "On Noncommercial Organizations"). 

2.4. The Congress may engage in business activities only to the extent that it serves to achieve its Charter objectives and meets them. Licensable activities are carried out by the Congress after obtaining necessary permits in accordance with the active legislation. 
2.5. Interference with the activities of the Congress by government, public or other bodies, institutions and organizations is not permitted, except cases when it is connected with their legitimate rights for the implementation of monitoring or control functions. 

2.6. The Congress has an independent balance, may in due course open accounts, including foreign exchange accounts, in banks and other credit organizations in the Russian Federation and abroad. 

2.7. The Congress has a round seal bearing its full name. The Congress may have stamps, letterheads with its name and other means of visual identification. 

2.8. The Symbols of the Congress are subject to government registration in accordance with the procedure established by law and can not be used without permission of authorized bodies of the Congress. 

2.9. In order to achieve the goals and objectives of the present Charter the Congress may become a founder (participant) and a member of other organizations, associations, unions and other associations, both in the Russian Federation and in other states. 

2.10. In order to carry out its statutory activities the Congress may collaborate with other legal entities, public associations, individuals both on a non-repayable and on a reimbursable basis in accordance with the decision of the authorized body of the Congress. 

2.11. The Congress is established for an unlimited period of activity.
3. REPRESENTATIVE OFFICES AND BRANCHES OF THE CONGRESS

3.1. The structure of the Congress includes representative offices and branches. The Congress may establish its representative offices and branches in the Russian Federation and abroad in accordance with the active legislation. 

3.2. The scope and order of work of representative offices and branches of the Congress are determined by corresponding provisions, approved by the Council of the Congress. The decision to open branches and representative offices is adopted by the Council of the Congress. Heads of branches and representative offices are appointed by the Council of the Congress. The representative offices and branches are not legal entities in the Russian Federation. 

3.3. The Congress has a Representative Office of the International Union “International Congress of Industrialists and Entrepreneurs” in Ukraine: 1-3/5 Pushkinskaya str., office 19, Kiev, Ukraine. 

4. GOALS AND OBJECTIVES OF THE CONGRESS

4.1. The objectives of the Congress are as follows: 

 • consolidation and coordination of efforts of Congress members in implementing economic policies, which promote growth of industrial and business activity, mutually beneficial economic relations both within states and internationally; 

 • participation in national and intergovernmental economic cooperation programs through mutually beneficial uniting of material, scientific and technical, and intellectual potentials of Congress members; 

 • full support of Congress members in their effective performance, their participation in the economic and social recovery of the states they represent in the Congress; 

 • representation of interests and protection of legitimate rights of Congress members during their interaction with each other, with other economic entities, other organizations and government authorities, local government bodies;

• formation of a favorable climate for successful business and entrepreneurial activity development, free trade mechanisms, adoption of social partnership principles, enhancement of the economic, cultural, educational, informational level of entrepreneurs; 

 • maintenance and development of business contacts with other international organizations, especially in the economic, scientific and technical, social spheres. 

4.2. To achieve the statutory objectives the Congress solves the following basic problems in accordance with the procedure established by law: 

 • summarizes and represents the interests of Congress members in the legislative and executive authorities of the states, where Congress activity is carried out, international organizations and associations; 

 • provides assistance within the competence of the Congress in the formation and development of enterprises of different forms of ownership and management, in their adaptation to market economy conditions, industrial or commercial activity, in the establishment and expansion of international relations, the implementation of programs and projects corresponding to the statutory interests of the Congress; 

 • advises and assists the members of the Congress on issues of economic, legal, informational nature, assists in the protection of social and other rights; 

 • organizes the exchange and distribution of information, experiences and best practices among members of the Congress; 

 • participates in due course in the preparation of intergovernmental agreements on economic, scientific and technical, legal, environmental and social issues; 

 • arranges independent examination and participates in the implementation of international and national draft laws, administrative decisions, science and technology, innovation and investment programs and projects; 

 • develops and implements its own programs and projects or those worked out in collaboration with other associations, whose themes correspond with the statutory goals of the Congress; 

 • establishes independently or jointly with other organizations on a parity basis funds, business cooperation contract agencies, consulting agencies, information and marketing centers, educational, scientific, cultural, advertising, tourism and other organizations; 

 • establishes information, editorial and publishing organizations, and other media; 

 • carries out civil and legal transactions in accordance with the active legislation, acquires personal property and non-property rights, including copyright and publication rights; 

 • holds exhibitions, seminars, conferences and other events that promote economic development and collaboration, improve the level of business and professional skills of managers, specialists, entrepreneurs; 

 • organizes work on developing and expanding the territorial and substantial base of the Congress, its capacities and structures, ensuring their competitiveness, productivity, social recognition, prestige. 

                                 5. RIGHTS AND OBLIGATIONS OF THE CONGRESS 

5.1. To achieve its goals and objectives the Congress in accordance with the active legislation has the right to: 

 • exercise the powers under the laws of the Russian Federation and the laws of foreign countries, where members of the Congress or its structural divisions are present; 

 • maintain direct international contacts and relations; 

 • freely disseminate information about its activities by any available legal means; 

 • participate in developing decisions of legislative and executive bodies of government and local authorities in accordance with the procedure established by law; 

 • represent and protect the legitimate interests of the Congress and its members; 

 • provide legal and other assistance to individuals and legal entities contributing to the legislative objectives of the Congress; 

 • act as a founder and co-founder of business entities with legal personality in order to implement their business: 

· leasing; 

· exhibitions and fairs; 

· legal aid; 

· consulting services; 

· business travel and hospitality industry; 

· international monitoring and management; 

· activities for staff teaching, training and retraining; 

·  editorial and publishing; 

· mass media; 

· other activity in the field of mass media not prohibited by the active legislation. 

 • create non-profit organizations with legal personality; 

 • independently enter into legal relationships with various subjects of economic relations in the manner prescribed by law; 

 • transmit, transfer, borrow or lease movable and immovable property and intangible assets in its ownership and not prohibited for circulation by regulations of the Russian Federation. 

  5.2. In its activities the Congress shall: 

 • comply with the active legislation of the Russian Federation, generally recognized principles and norms of international law concerning the scope of its activities, the national laws of the states, where members or structural divisions of the Congress are present, and the provisions of the Charter of the Congress; 

 • perform the provisions of signed agreements and treaties pertaining to the responsibilities of the Congress; 

 • monitor the activities of its structural divisions; 

 • provide information on its activities to government statistics bodies and other monitoring and tax authorities, its members and other interested individuals and organizations in accordance with the legislation of the Russian Federation and the present Charter; 

 • publish annual reports on the use of its property or make open for access; 

 • provide on request of the authority issuing the decision on the government registration of the Congress the decisions of governing bodies and officials of the Congress, as well as annual reports; 

 • allow representatives of the authority issuing the decision on the government registration of the Congress to its ongoing events; 

 • assist the representatives of the authority issuing the decision on the government registration of the Congress in getting acquainted with the activities of the Congress in connection with achieving the statutory goals and compliance with the legislation of the Russian Federation; 

 • inform competent authorities about changes in the information specified in paragraph 1 of Article 5 of the Federal Law "On Government Registration of Legal Entities and Individual Entrepreneurs", except for information on obtained licenses, within three days from the date of such changes ; 

 • perform other duties assigned to it by the legislation of the Russian Federation. 

5.3. The Congress maintains its accounting records and statistical reporting in accordance with the procedure established by the legislation of the Russian Federation. 

5.4. In order to validate the formation of the annual reports on financial and economic activities of the Congress, as well as to check the status of ongoing financial and economic affairs, the Congress has the right to engage an independent auditing firm on a reimbursable basis. 

6. CONGRESS MEMBERSHIP. 

RIGHTS AND OBLIGATIONS OF CONGRESS MEMBERS
6.1. Congress membership comprises legal entities - public associations of industrialists and entrepreneurs, including unions and associations; international, foreign and other legal entities that actively participate in international cooperation projects, sharing the goals and objectives of the Congress and recognizing the present Charter. 

6.2. Members of the Congress participate in the activities of the Congress through their legal representatives or representatives under a power of attorney. 

6.3. Members of the Congress have equal rights and equal obligations. 

6.4. Admission to the Congress is made basing on the decision of the Council of the Congress agreed with the current members of the Congress and supported by not less than 2/3 of them. 

6.5. The basis for admission to the Congress is a written application and the decision of the collegial management body for membership in the Congress, wherein the applying organization undertakes the obligation to comply with the provisions of the Charter of the Congress and the decisions of its governing bodies. 

    An official representative from the organization applying for Congress membership must submit certified copies of its constituent documents and submit an entrance fee. 

6.6. The Congress maintains a Register of Congress members, wherein the list of information and the order of reference is determined by the Council of the Congress. 

6.7. Membership in the Congress is terminated in case of: 
 • withdrawal from the Congress; 

 • exclusion from Congress; 

 • activity interruption due to liquidation or reorganization. 
6.8. A member may be excluded from the Congress: 

 • if its activity is incompatible with the goals and objectives of the Congress and/ or inconsistent with the present Charter; 

 • for committing intentional acts or omissions leading to material damage to the property of the Congress and/or damage to its business reputation and/or material and moral damage, loss of business reputation of its members; 

 • in case of unmotivated refusal to implement the decisions of governing bodies and officials of the Congress, if they do not contradict the present Charter, international and national legislation of the country, where the members of ICIE operate, as well as the legislation of the Russian Federation; 

 • refusal to pay membership fees or systematic failure to pay them on time. 

6.9. The exclusion of members of the Congress is considered by the Council of the Congress. The decision is considered adopted if it receives 2/3 of votes of Congress member representatives. The rights of a Congress member are terminated from the moment the decision is adopted. 

6.10. Members of the Congress are entitled to: 

 • participate in all activities of the Congress, elect and be elected to the governing, executive and supervisory bodies of the Congress, take part in the formation and work of committees, commissions and other working bodies of the Congress; 

 • introduce proposals on improving the performance both of the Congress itself, and of its structural subdivisions, apply to the governing bodies of the Congress, receive a reply on the merits of its application in the same form in which the application was filed; 
 • receive full information about the activities of the Congress; 

 • transfer property belonging to it under the ownership of the Congress free of charge and make target contributions in accordance with the active legislation; 

 • use the property of the Congress in due course; 

 • receive assistance from the Congress in their activities, participate in developing and implementing programs and projects, use their results on the conditions determined by governing bodies of the Congress; 

 • freely leave the Congress upon written application; 

 • exercise other rights provided by the legislation and the present Charter.

6.11. Members of the Congress must: 

 • adhere to the Charter of the Congress; 

 • actively support the activities of the Congress and participate in its work; 

 • implement the decisions of governing bodies and officials of the Congress adopted in accordance with the present Charter; 

 • provide information to the Congress needed to achieve its statutory objectives and perform its tasks; 

 • not commit deliberate misconduct and/or omissions that could cause material damage to the property of the Congress and/or damage to its reputation and/or material and moral damage, damage to the reputation of its members; 

 • pay membership fees in due course; 

 • inform the Congress about the occurrence of circumstances witnessing non-compliance with the requirements to members of the Congress provided by the present Charter. 

6.12. In the event of withdrawal or exclusion members of the Congress face subsidiary responsibility within 2 years from the date of withdrawal or exclusion. 

6.13. For default or inadequate execution of the statutory obligations each member of the Congress may be subject in accordance with the procedure determined by the decision of the Congress Assembly to liability measures in the form of temporary restriction of individual rights under the present Charter. 

7. THE GOVERING BODIES OF THE CONGRESS
7.1. The governing bodies of the Congress are: 

 • the Assembly of the Congress; 

 • the Council of the Congress; 

 • the Council Presidium of the Congress; 

 • the President of the Congress. 

7.2. The Assembly of the Congress is the supreme collegial governing body of the Congress. 

7.2.1. The Assembly of the Congress shall meet at least once every four years. 

7.2.2. An extraordinary Assembly shall be convened by the decision of the Council of the Congress on its own initiative, at the request of the Council Presidium of the Congress, the President of the Congress or at the request of not less than one third of the total number of Congress members. 

7.2.3. The Assembly consists of representatives of Congress members. The procedure of electing representatives to the Assembly, the date and the place of the Assembly is determined by the decision of the Congress Council. 

7.2.4. The Assembly of the Congress is considered quorate, if representatives from more than half of Congress members take part in its work. 

7.2.5. The Assembly is authorized to consider any questions concerning the activity of the Congress. 

 The exclusive competence of the Assembly of the Congress includes: 

 • approval of the Charter of the Congress and initiating changes and additions to it; 

 • determining the priorities of Congress activity, the principles of forming and using its property; 

 • approval of the  President of the Congress based on the recommendations of the Congress Council and early termination of his powers; 

 • review and approval of activity reports of the Congress, its Council, the Control Commission of the Congress; 
 • election of Congress Council and Control Commission members, early termination of their powers; 

 • adoption of the Regulations on the Control Commission and introduction of changes to it; 

 • reorganization and liquidation of the Congress;
7.2.6. Decisions of the Assembly of the Congress concerning issues of exclusive jurisdiction are considered to be adopted if more than two thirds of present representatives of Congress members voted for them in the presence of a quorum. 

 Decisions on other matters are considered to be adopted, if they receive the votes of more than half of representatives of Congress members in the presence of a quorum. 

7.3. The Council of the Congress is the constantly operating collegial governing body of the Congress, is elected by the Assembly of the Congress and reports to it. 

7.3.1. The Council of the Congress carries out the general management of its activities between meetings of the Assembly of the Congress. 

7.3.2. The competence of the Council of the Congress includes: 

 • convening, determining the norm of representation, the date and the place of the Assembly of the Congress, the procedure of electing representatives of Congress members to the Assembly, the list of issues for consideration at the Assembly; 

 • formation of the Council Presidium of the Congress and approval of its provisions; 

 • submitting to the Assembly of the Congress the candidate of the President of the Congress; 

 • establishing the size and payment order of membership fees; 

 • admission to Congress membership; 

 • approval of the annual report of the Congress and the annual balance sheet; 

 • approval of the financial plan (estimates) of the Congress and introducing changes to it;
 • opening and termination of Congress branches and representative offices, adoption of their provisions, candidates of their heads; 

 • issues concerning participation of the Congress in other organizations; 

 • monitoring the implementation of Congress Assembly decisions; 

 • approval upon the recommendations of the President of Vice Presidents agreed with the Presidium for a period of 4 years, early termination of their powers, additional election of Vice Presidents. 

7.3.3. The Council of the Congress is elected by the Assembly for a term of four years. 

7.3.4. The quantitative composition of the Council is determined by the Assembly of the Congress. 

7.3.5. The Council of the Congress includes representatives from all members of the Congress. 

7.3.6. The Council of the Congress elects the Chairman of the Congress Council from its members for a period of one year, the Chairman can be re-elected an unlimited number of times. 
7.3.7. The Chairman of the Congress Council organizes the work of the Congress Council, convenes and presides at its meetings. The Chairman of the Congress Council being the head of the collegial governing body of the Congress is personally responsible for the implementation of the decisions of the Congress Assembly, Council and Council Presidium. 

    The Chairman of the Congress Council fulfills his functions in the Congress on a freelance basis. 

7.3.8. Deputy Chairmen of the Congress Council are elected from members of the Congress Council for a period of one year. 

7.3.9. Meetings of the Congress Council are convened as necessary, but not less than once a year. 

7.3.10. Meetings of the Congress Council are legitimate, if more than half of the members of the Congress are present. 

7.3.11. Council decisions are adopted, if they receive the votes of more than half  of the Congress members participating in the meeting. 

7.4. The Congress Council Presidium carries out the operational management of Congress activities. 

7.4.1. The Council Presidium is elected by the Congress Council for one year. The composition of the Council Presidium is annually renewed by not less than one quarter of its composition. 

7.4.2. The Council Presidium of the Congress solves the following main issues: 

 • considers and makes decisions between meetings of the Congress Council concerning matters within the competence of the Council and subject to subsequent approval by the Congress Council; 

 • exercises control over the implementation of decisions taken by Congress governing bodies, the implementation of target programs and projects; 

 • submits to the Council of the Congress candidates for President of the Congress; 

 • agrees the appointment of Vice Presidents of the Congress; 

 • makes decisions concerning the establishment of committees, commissions and other ICIE working bodies, approves them and their provisions; 

 • approves target programs and projects of the Congress; 

 • preliminarily considers and makes proposals to the Council of the Congress proposals concerning participation in the work of other organizations and interaction with them; 

 • makes decisions on convening meetings of the Congress Council; 

 • approves the Provisions on the Congress staff; 

 • examines proposals on the initiative of the President of the Congress and makes decisions on the most significant items of expenditure from the budget of the Congress.
7.4.3. The quantitative and personal composition of the Council Presidium of the Congress is determined by the Council of the Congress and can not exceed twenty five members. 

 At the same time representatives from national associations of entrepreneurs should make up at least half of the members of the Council Presidium of the Congress. 

    The Chairman of the Congress Council and the President of the Congress are members of the Council Presidium of the Congress. 

7.4.4. Meetings of the Council Presidium of the Congress are held as necessary, but at least once every three months. They are legitimate, if more than half the members of the Council Presidium of the Congress are present. Decisions are taken by a simple majority vote of the Presidium members. 

7.4.5. The Chairman of the Council organizes and leads the meetings of the Council Presidium of the Congress. 

In the event of temporary absence of the Chairman of the Council his functions may be assigned to one of the members of the Council Presidium of the Congress - the Deputy Chairmen of the Congress Council. 

7.5. The President of the Congress is the single executive body of the Congress and is approved by the Assembly of the Congress for four years. 

7.5.1. The President of the Congress: 

 • represents the interests of the Congress without power of attorney in relations with legal entities and individuals in the Russian Federation and abroad; 

 • bears personal responsibility for the implementation of the decisions of the Assembly, Council and Council Presidium of the Congress, the unity and integrity of the Congress, the provision of its continuous development, the state of financial and economic activity, realization of the rights of Congress members; 

 • supervises the daily operations of the Congress; 

 • issues orders and commands, determines instructions, local regulations and other internal documents of the Congress on matters within his competence; 

 • administers the funds and property of the Congress within the powers granted to him by the legislation of the Russian Federation and the present Charter; 

 • approves the structure and staff of the Congress, monitors its work, appoints employees, establishes a system of organization and remuneration of labor, hires and dismisses Congress staff members; 

 • enters into employment contracts with employees of the Congress; 

 • signs treaties and other agreements of the Congress; 
 • opens in the prescribed manner accounts in banks and other credit organizations in the Russian Federation and abroad and has the right to sign financial documents; 

 • submits for the approval of the Congress Council provisions on representative offices and branches of the Congress and proposals for their opening and closing; 

 • forms and submits to the Council and Council Presidium of the Congress proposals on all activities of the Congress; 

 • makes decisions on other matters not referred to the exclusive competence of other Congress governing bodies. 
7.5.2. The President of the Congress may exercise the executive functions both on a salaried and on an unsalaried basis in accordance with the Provision approved by the Presidium of the Congress. 

7.5.3. In the event of temporary absence of the President of the Congress one of the Vice Presidents of the Congress can execute his functions on his instructions. 

7.5.4. The activities of Vice Presidents of the Congress, their competence and responsibilities are determined by the President of the Congress in correspondence with the Council Presidium of the Congress. 

7.6. The staff of the Congress is formed with the aim of ensuring the functioning of the governing bodies of the Congress and organizing the implementation of their decisions. 

The responsibilities and work order of the staff are determined by provisions approved by the Council Presidium of the Congress. 

The national association of entrepreneurs, whose representative has been elected Chairman of the Council of the Congress, in addition to the payment of prescribed membership fees may incur additional obligations to ensure the activity of the Congress staff in agreement with it. 

8. CONTROL COMMISSION OF THE CONGRESS

8.1. The Control Commission of the Congress is the auditing body of the Congress, which supervises its financial and economic activities. The Commission is guided by the active legislation of the Russian Federation, the regulations on accounting and reporting, the present Charter and the Provisions on the Control Commission of the Congress, approved by the Assembly of the Congress. 

8.2. The Control Commission of the Congress is elected by the Assembly of the Congress from Congress members for a term of four years. The quantitative composition of the Commission is established by the Assembly of the Congress. Members of elected bodies, officials, accountable officers and staff members of the Congress can not be members of the Control Commission. The Commission elects its Chairman from its members for a term of four years. The Chairman organizes the following activities of the Commission. 

8.3. The Control Commission carries out reviews of financial and economic activities of the Congress at least once a year. Unscheduled inspections of financial and economic activities are carried out by the Control Commission on its own initiative or following the instructions of the Assembly, as well as on the address of the Council or the Council Presidium of the Congress. Audit results are considered by the Commission of the Congress and approved by the Assembly of the Congress. 

8.4. During audits the Control Commission has the right to request that officials of the Congress provide the necessary information and documents.
9. ASSETS AND FUNDING OF THE CONGRESS

9.1. The Congress as a whole is the owner of the assets of the Congress. 

9.2. The Congress own land, buildings, structures, facilities, housing, transport, equipment, inventory, property for cultural, educational and recreational purposes, monetary resources, stocks and other securities, other movable and immovable property in accordance with the active legislation of the Russian Federation needed for material support of Congress activities. 

The  property of the Congress may include institutions, publishing houses, mass media, created or acquired at the expense of the Congress in accordance with its statutory objectives. 

9.3. Assets of representative offices and branches of the Congress is the property of the Congress. 

9.4. Sources for funding the Congress include: 

 • entrance, annual and target membership fees, the size of which is approved by the Congress Council; 

 • all voluntary donations of legal entities and individuals; 

 • assets transferred to the Congress by its members; 

 • revenues from activities conducted in accordance with the present Charter; 

 • income gained from the property of the Congress, the activities of economic societies established by it and civil and legal transactions; 

 • dividends (profits, interest) derived from shares, bonds, other securities and deposits; 

 • target grants and target revenues for Congress programs; 

 • monetary resources and other assets transferred by individuals and/or legal entities, that are not members of the Congress, in the form of contributions, gifts, donations or bequest; 

 • other revenue and income not prohibited by the active legislation of the Russian Federation. 

9.5. If a Congress member exits or is excluded from the Congress, its membership fees are not refunded. 

9.6. The Congress has the right to transfer, alienate, lease the movable and immovable property and intangible assets belonging to it and not prohibited for turnover by regulations of the Russian Federation. 

9.7. Income from activities defined by the present Charter and the property of the Congress are not allocated among the members of the Congress and are used to implement the statutory goals and objectives of the Congress. 

9.8. The Congress is not responsible for property and financial obligations of its members, as well as the business entities established by it. 

10. REORGANIZATION AND LIQUIDATION OF THE CONGRESS

10.1. Activities of the Congress may be terminated following reorganization or liquidation. The order of reorganizing and liquidating the Congress is established the active legislation of the Russian Federation. 

10.2. The decision on reorganization or liquidation of the Congress is considered adopted if it receives the votes of the majority of Congress members present at the Assembly, and on transformation - unanimously (Clause 5 of Article 17 of the Federal Law "On Noncommercial Organizations") in the presence of a quorum. 

10.3. The Congress may be voluntarily reorganized in the manner prescribed by the active legislation of the Russian Federation. The reorganization may take place in the form of a merger, an accession, a division, a separation and a transformation. 

10.4. The Congress is considered reorganized from the moment of the government registration of legal entities, created as a result of the reorganization. 

10.5. The liquidation of the Congress is carried out upon the decision of the Assembly of the Congress or the decision of court or other authorized government agencies. 
10.6. During liquidation of the Congress the property remaining after satisfaction of creditors' claims or its value is directed for purposes, for which the Congress was established, and (or) charity. 

10.7. The Congress is considered liquidated from the moment such an entry is made in the unified government register of legal entities. In the event of liquidation of the Congress its members have subsidiary liability for the obligations of the Congress within two years. Upon the liquidation of the Congress all personnel records of staff workers are deposited in due course to the archival institutions of the Russian Federation. 

11. FINAL PROVISIONS

11.1. The present Charter comes into force after its government registration in the manner prescribed by law. 

11.2. Changes made to the present Charter come into force after their government registration. 

11.3. All questions and legal relations not governed by the present Charter are settled and adjusted in accordance with the legislation of the Russian Federation.
